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Directions to Competitions 

(Travel times are from DHS and are approximate)

Bethel High School (300 Whittlesey Dr., Bethel, CT) – 20 min.
· I-84 to Exit 8. 

· At light go straight (towards Robert Buick), then bear left, going toward Newtown (Rt. 6). 

(Do not get back on I-84)
· On the right you will pass a Chase Bank. At the bank, turn right onto Payne Road

(Note: narrow road)

· Follow Payne Road to the very end. You will see a gray building on left (Plumtrees

 Grocery).

· Turn right at the stop sign.

Go over the small bridge and take the immediate left onto Whittlesey Drive.

Go all the way up the hill. Bethel High School is the last school on the left, approximately

1/2 mile from the light.
Brien McMahon High School (300 Highland Ave., Norwalk, CT) – 50 min.
· Route 7 South to I-95.

· Take Exit 14 and bear left onto US 1 (Connecticut Avenue).

· Turn left onto Scribner Avenue and continue south for about .7 miles.

· Turn right onto Flax Hill Road.

· Take 2nd left onto Highland Avenue. Brien McMahon is 2nd school on left.

Jonathan Law High School (20 Lansdale Ave., Milford, CT) – 55 min.

· Route 84 East to Exit 11.

· At end of exit, turn right and follow the road to Rte. 34.

· Turn right onto Rte. 34.

· At next traffic light, turn right onto Toddy Hill Rd., which becomes Botsford Hill Rd. 

Follow this road until the end.

· Left onto Route 25 South. Proceed south to I-95.

· Take I-95 North to Exit 34.

· Take a left at the bottom of the ramp onto Rt. 1/Bridgeport Ave.

· Take a right at the second light (Lansdale Avenue). Jonathan Law High School will be on 

your right.

Masuk High School (1014 Monroe Turnpike, Monroe, CT) – 30 min.
· Take I-84 to Exit 11. 

· At the end of the exit, at traffic light, turn right. 

· Go to the next light and turn right onto Rte. 34. 

· Continue south to the junction of Rte. 111 and turn right. School is on the left side of street.

· I-84 to Route 8 South (in Waterbury) 

· Follow Route 8 South to Exit 26 (South Main Street, Naugatuck). 

· At the end of the exit ramp, make a right at the light. 

· Proceed over the bridge. 

· Follow through 2 lights and bear right at the third light (you should see Dunkin’ Donuts). 

· Turn left onto Rubber Avenue. 

· Go through 1 light; 2nd light is Naugatuck High School.

Newtown High School (12 Berkshire Rd., Sandy Hook, CT) – 20 min.
· I-84 to Exit 11.

· Turn right at the end of the ramp. 

· Turn left onto Route 34/Berkshire Rd. (at next intersection).

· The school is the first driveway on the left. 

Norwalk High School (23 Calvin Murphy Dr., Norwalk, CT) – 55 min., but allow extra time to get from off-site parking lot to the school.
· Rte. 7 South towards Norwalk.

· In Wilton, 0.9 miles from Outdoor Sport Center (located on left side of Rte. 7) is a 

traffic light. 

· Turn left onto West Rocks Road (just after a shopping plaza and a gas station).

· Go 2.5 miles on West Rocks Road (Pay attention to speed traps on this road!).

· Continue straight through a traffic light intersection. Road becomes France Street.

· In 0.3 mi., turn left onto North Ave./ Rte. 1.

· 0.2 miles up the hill is Stew Leonard's on the right.

· 0.4 miles from Stew's turn right onto County Street. Parking lot for competition is on

your right.

· Either walk 1/2 mile up County St. to high school (turn right onto Calvin Murphy Dr.) or

take shuttle bus.

Shelton High School (120 Meadow St., Shelton, CT) – 45 min.
· I-84 to Route 8 South (in Waterbury).

· Follow Route 8 South to Exit 14 (Howe Ave/Route 110).

· Follow Route 110 North to Route 108 (3rd traffic light).

· Turn left onto Route 108.

· Go over the hill and past the reservoir to traffic light.

· Turn right onto Meadow Street and the school is 1/4 mile on the left.

Stamford (55 Strawberry Hill Ave., Stamford, CT) – 55 min.
· Route 7 South to I-95 South/Gov. John Davis Lodge Tpk. towards NYC.

· Take Exit 8/Elm Street. Turn right onto Elm Street. 

· Elm Street becomes Grove Street.

· Grove Street becomes Strawberry Hill Avenue.

· Continue on Strawberry Hill Avenue. 

· Stamford High School is 1/2 mile ahead on the right, just past the intersection where there is

a Dunkin’ Donuts on the left. 

Trumbull (72 Strobel Rd., Trumbull, CT) – 45 min.
· Interstate 84 to Exit 11, Sandy Hook (Newtown).

· Turn right at the light onto Mile Hill Road (Wasserman Way).

· At the end, turn right onto Route 34.

· At traffic light, turn right onto Toddy Hill Rd., which becomes Botsford Hill Rd.

· At end of Botsford Hill Rd., at traffic light, turn left onto Route 25 South.

· Stay on Route 25 to Exit 9 (Daniels Farm Road). 

· Turn left at the end of the ramp onto Daniels Farm Road. 

· 1 mile up the hill to Strobel Road. 

· Make a right onto Strobel Road and Trumbull High School will be on your right.

· I-84 to Exit 11, Sandy Hook (Newtown).

· Turn right at the light onto Mile Hill Rd./Wasserman Way.

· At the end, turn right onto Route 34.

· At traffic light, turn right onto Toddy Hill Rd., which becomes Botsford Hill Rd.

· At end of Botsford Hill Rd., at traffic light, turn left onto Route 25 South.

· Stay on Route 25 to Exit 5. Stay to the right on the exit ramp, and continue onto

Chopsey Hill Road.

· At the bottom of the hill, turn right onto North Avenue.
