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The purpose of the Band-Aid organization is for adults to provide support to the DHS Marching Band Program at Danbury High School. Membership shall be composed of parents and other interested adults. The Band-Aid organization is not in place to support the financial and program needs of the DHS Music education programs such as Orchestra, Piano, Play, Concert and other Music courses/forums. However, in addition to the primary activities of this board to support the DHS Marching Band Program, the following benefits are provided:


1.  All equipment / capital purchased by the Band-Aids becomes the property of Danbury High School, to be used in all music programs such as Symphonic Band, Concert Band, Jazz Band, Drama, etc.

2.  Ad book sales for the yearly DHS Marching Band Jamboree and other fundraising opportunities can be extended to musicians in Jazz Band, Concert Band and Winter Guard programs to assist them in fundraising for the annual Spring Trip.

The officers of the organization are the President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. Officers shall be elected each year in April at the general meeting and shall serve no more than two consecutive terms unless a vote in support of an extension for an additional year is approved at the general meeting. Extensions must be granted on a yearly basis. Only officers shall have signature authority on any Band-Aid bank accounts and credit cards.

· President – To preside at all meetings and to coordinate all Band-Aid activities. The President will appoint standing committee chairs, to be approved at the general meeting.

· Vice-President – To assist the president in all matters and to assume the duties of President if the President is unable to fulfill that role. The Vice-President shall be an ex-officio member of all committees.

· Secretary – To take minutes at all meetings and to handle all clerical aspects of the organization. To coordinate and handle all correspondence.

· Treasurer – Maintain all independent bank accounts and any other funds as appropriate. Additionally, the treasurer is responsible for payment of expenses incurred by Band-Aids, such as Salary and other Marching Band expenses outlined in the Band-Aid budget, coordination with Student Account Chairpersons and other committee chairs as appropriate, maintaining contract documents for instructors paid by Danbury Band-Aids, accurate IRS reporting, up-to-date Non-Profit government status, all filing for Corporation status. A treasurer’s report shall be given at all meetings unless otherwise approved.
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The Executive Committee is comprised of all officers, two “Parent at Large” members and the immediate past president of the organization. These positions are open to any marching band student parent or legal guardian. These positions shall have voting authority.

Chairpersons of standing committees consisting of Fundraising committees, Apparel, Uniform, Hospitality, Communications, Student Accounts, Pit Crew, Scholarship, Spring Trip and Jamboree are welcome to attend Executive Board meetings but have no voting privileges.   

The Band Director is an ex-officio member of both the organization and the Executive Committee but has no voting authority.

General meetings of the organization will be held monthly, with a minimum of four (4) meetings per year. A quorum for General Meeting voting purposes will consist of any scheduled meeting with fifteen (15) or more members present.

A vote can be passed by a majority of members present at any scheduled general meeting provided that a quorum is reached.

Non-Budgeted expenditures of $500.00 or more must be approved by a meeting of the Executive Board. The President and/or Treasurer will authorize expenditures of $500.00 or less.

Amendments to the by-laws may be proposed at the general meeting and voted on at the next general meeting, and will be passed by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of those present.
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
